BACKGROUND INFORMATION ON THE KAMPALA KNOW HOW CONFERENCE 2002

Introduction

In July 2002 two important conferences are taking place in Uganda, for the first time on the African continent. 

1. The 5th conference of specialists in the collection and dissemination of information relevant to women entitled: The Kampala Know How Conference 2002.

2. The 8th International Interdisciplinary Congress on Women, entitled Women’s Worlds 2002 Congress will be held from 21-26 July 2002. The Department of Women and Gender Studies at Makerere University in Kampala will organize it in collaboration with NGOs and Civil Society active in gender-focused research.

Description of the Kampala Know How Conference

The Kampala Know How Conference is a professional, global conference of women's information and media specialists, linking information specialists and those who need information. 

It will be a meeting place for women and men all over the globe who are information brokers in gender issues with the idea of sharing information on best practices and common difficulties in the field of information activism. Under the same roof they will immediately start working out ways of how collectively they can increase the access of rural women to information on their human rights, peace, poverty alleviation and sustainable development.  
Hundreds of women's information centres, our activities as diverse as our geographies, work to strengthen the position of women.  Our accessibility, and the availability of our information, is essential to our work and a prerequisite to proper policy making at international, national and local government levels. One way of mainstreaming gender concerns is by investing our energies in channelling information to the "right people and institutions".   Another way is by investing time in creating the opportunities for information specialists and those who need information to produce information together, that is to say, to invest in the process of making information, and partnerships).  The Kampala Know How Conference is committed to creating a forum where ideas and experiences from the South, North, West and East are equally represented. Special emphasis will be placed on the information concerns of rural women and poverty alleviation.
It promises the expansion of the access of women to their human rights.

If representatives of women’s information centres from 100 countries in the world come together in one room they will immediately start working out ways of collectively making the information they have more available.  They will look at how to increase the access of rural women to information on their human rights, sustainable development, peace, poverty alleviation. They will look at how to make information on women accessible to public policy makers. They will look at how they can work together to ensure that women can participate in information processes at national, regional and international levels.

The Kampala Know How Conference 2002 was preceded by the Amsterdam Know How Conference 1998, hosted by the International Information Centre and Archives for the Women’s Movement (IIAV). Here is a brief overview of what information specialists have done as a result of that conference.
· The cooperation that now exists between APWINC in Korea and AWORC (Asian Women's Resource Centre) is a result of meeting at the Know How Conference. APWINC now hosts the Women’s Electronic Network Training that AWORC organizes in the Asia Pacific region.

· The Global Women Action network was created at a UN meeting during a workshop set up by participants in the Amsterdam Know How Conference. 

· OMAK, the Bolivian indigenous women's organization, has an Internet project that will link the OMAK members to each other and to the world, as a result of the Amsterdam conference (at which Indigenous women and information was a focal point). 

· Isis-International Manila and the IIAV (Amsterdam) are leading the project Sharing Knowledge to Combat Violence in which 150 partner-organizations of  Novib and Oxfam are determining how to collectively develop effective programs to eliminate violence against women. The results of this 

· The department of International Cooperation at the IIAV established its Knowledge Sharing program as a result of the Amsterdam Know How Conference. 

· One of the projects in the IIAV’s Knowledge Sharing  program is the series of E-conferences on Gender and Water that is being conducted in 2002 and which will feed into to the Rio + 10 conference in 2002 and the Ministerial Conference on Water in Osaka in 2003. 

· A regional Know How Conference was held in India in 2000.

· The database Mapping the World of Women’s Information Services now has over 350 centres in 125 countries. The database is available online, via www.iiav.nl/mapping. A Quick Reference Guide has been published and sent to all governments and ministries with a women’s focal point. This product is the result of the Amsterdam Know How Conference and the cooperation between Unesco, the IIAV, EndaSynfev in Senegal, GAIN in Africa and ALAI in Peru.

· A virtual library of information on and for women is being created in Eastern and Central Europe and the Newly Independent Nations. 

· Japanese partners are using the European Women's Thesaurus, presented at the Know How Conference, as the basis for their indexing systems. 

· Plans are underway for a global URL database for women, an initiative of the Korean partners. 

· In Uganda, the knowledge Isis-WICCE gained from sharing information at the Know How Conference helped them implement rural information pilot projects, expanding the methods of collective and disseminating information in rural settings. Isis-WICCE also became aware of the importance of IT as a tool for the empowerment of rural women and initiated a project to begin an Internet cafe with hands-on training. 
· After the Know How conference Isis-WICCE began the process of making the information in their documentation centre available through an electronic database. 
· The FAO's Dimitra Project on Rural Women and Development has greatly benefited from the Know How Conference in terms of networking and of meeting many people who have become regular partners or information providers to the project. The variety of topics addressed also provided major inputs into the Dimitra projects. 

· For Canadian librarian Hope Olson, two specific outcomes of the Know How Conference were meeting people who could be "virtual" guests in an online course she teaches (http://www.ualberta.ca/~holson/589/) and meeting people who contributed to a book she edited. [Olson, Hope A. (ed.). Information resources in women's studies and feminism. KG Saur - expected publication before the end of 2001.] the book could not have had the international and cross-cultural content that it will without the opportunity to meet people and hear their ideas at the conference. 

Mission of The Know How Conference
The mission of the Know How Conference is to build and consolidate powerful relationships between participating organizations, in order to create new programs to make information on the position of women, and for women, highly accessible and highly visible. 

The Objectives
Objectives of the Know How Conference:

· To increase and improve the visibility of African women’s issues concerns and progress made in the information centres, archives and services.

· To establish and strengthen links between women information specialists in Africa and the rest of the world.

· To evaluate the progress made in the field of information collection, processing and dissemination, as well as sharing best practices.

· To equip more women activists in Africa with Information Communication Technology skills.

· To develop a plan of action for generating and sharing information by/ with rural women activists.

LINKAGE WOMEN’S WORLD AND KNOW CONFERENCE

The two events have much to contribute to each other. Women’s Worlds 2002 brings together the researchers who are the creators of knowledge, as well as activists.  The Kampala Know How Conference 2002 brings together specialists in getting information to where it is needed, whether to the grass roots, researchers, policy makers or the media. By bringing the information specialists to the Women’s Worlds conference and the researchers to the Know How workshops we hope to radically affect the relationships between research, activism and information flows.

For this reason we have decided to hold the two events at the same time and within the same program. The workshop part of the Kampala Know How Conference 2002 will be held within the program of the Women’s Worlds 2002 Congress, from 23 – 26 July 2002. All conference participants will be welcome to the Know How workshops, and all information specialists are welcome in all the thematic workshops of the Women’s Worlds Congress.

CONFERENCE FORMAT

The conference is a combination of plenaries, group sessions, capacity development workshops and market place.

Plenaries

Every day opens and closes with a plenary where the overall mission of the conference and reflections on the themes will be addressed.  Crosscutting issues, regional developments and discussions on the way forward will also be discussed.

Group Sessions (PS)

An important component of the conference are the group sessions where participants have an opportunity to debate themes and contribute suggestions for collective action.

The group session will run parallel in a number of separate rooms.  To ensure that sufficient time is available for debate, the key teams of the conference are allocated to the different groups.  Each group is chaired by a coordinator who takes to lead in clarifying a particular theme and who will stimulate discussions based on the presentations.  A rapporteur (assigned by the coordinator) will synthesize the main outcomes and prepare a report that will contribute to discussions in the plenary and an action plan for the future.  This way we hope to have an inclusive and interactive conference where the vues of all participants are being heard.

To help you make the choice, in this document you find a summary of the sessions. Please read this summary and think carefully about the sessions that you would like to work on.

PRACTICAL INFORMATION:

A few things in preparation for your visit to Kampala:

Inspector Lookout: 

Wherever in the world you go, thieves can easily find tourists! Be very careful of your luggage and handbags. Valuables should be kept on your person or in a hotel vault.

When you arrive in Entebbe: 

A valid passport and visa are required from most countries. Participants should check with the Uganda Embassy in their respective regions or country to determine if a visa for entry into Uganda is necessary. Please allow ample time to secure your visa. Visas can also be purchased on arrival at Entebbe International Airport for 30 U.S. dollars. However, participants are advised to obtain visas from their countries or emigration department.  Countries exempted from visa requirements to Uganda: COMESA Countries, Antigua, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Fiji, Gambia, Grenada, Jamaica, Lesotho, Malta, Sierra Leone, Singapore, Solomon Islands, St. Vincent, Tonga, Vanuatu, Cyprus

Entebbe International Airport is 40 km from Kampala. Travel from the airport to Makerere University or the hotels is via taxi or bus. Taxis cost about UShs.30,000 (approximately $18 U.S. dollars). Allow about one hour to reach Kampala city centre from the airport. Airport shuttles are also available for bigger hotels. Participants who will be staying at either Kampala Regency or Hotel Equatoria will get free transport courtesy of the conference. Please look out for our ‘walking posters’ at the airport.

Health: 

Participants are advised to contact the Uganda Representative in their countries or regions to determine whether vaccination is necessary before entry into Uganda. A yellow fever vaccination is usually required. Malaria is prevalent in Uganda and it is advisable to take anti-malarial and mosquito repellents.

Participants will be covered by accident insurance during their stay in Uganda. However, you are fully responsible for arranging your own health insurance. We therefore advise you to take precautionary measures when booking your ticket.

Health services will be available to participants during the conference.

The Conference Location: 

The Know How conference is being held in conjunction with Women’s World 2002. Both conferences will take place at Makerere University Kampala. Upon arrival, you will be informed on the exact venue for Know How.

Women’s World: 

Participants of Know How are welcome to attend any of the Women’s World sessions. Book of abstracts for WW02 will be available for sale from the information desk in the Know How hall. Together with Women’s World, we are organising a cultural and social program for participants and their accompanying guests. More information on this will be availed at the venue. Meanwhile, you may wish to get details of what Uganda offers at the Uganda Tourist Board’s Website: http://www.visituganda.com
Registration: 

When you arrive in Kampala, please proceed to the conference venue at Makerere for registration. Registration is being done from the Know How hall, NOT Women’s World. Upon registration, you will receive lunch-coupons, security badges that allow you free entrance to the conference venue, conference bag and all relevant documents. Registration is open from Sunday afternoon 21st of July 2002.

Money: 

Banking facilities will be available at the venue. In addition, Kampala is well serviced with banks and forex bureaus. Banking hours are generally 09:00 to 15:00 Monday to Friday and 09:00 to 12:00 Saturdays. Some banks open later. Forex bureaus are normally open till 17:00 and are able to do electronic transfers to and from Overseas. The Uganda Commercial Bank also has a branch at the Entebbe International Airport to serve incoming and outgoing passengers. 

The unit of currency in Uganda is the Ugandan Shilling (Ush). There are coins in the following denominations: 50, 100, 200, 500, and bank notes in denominations of 1000, 5000, 10 000 and 20 000. As we are writing this, 1US$ is equivalent to 1795,- ush. 

Some hotels, restaurants and travel agencies will take credit cards. Barclays Main Branch on Kampala Road will advance local currency against a credit card, but this is very time-consuming and expensive! The most commonly accepted credit cards are VISA and MASTER CARD.
Chemists/pharmacy: 

You should carry an adequate supply of medicines and first aid accessories with you as supplies are limited in Uganda. Most chemists in the major towns are open from 08h30 to 12h30 and 14h00 to 17h00. Monday to Friday and 08h00 to 13h00 on Saturdays. There are no emergency chemists open after hours or Sundays.

Energy/Electricity: 

Local voltage is 240v, 50 cycle AC

Language: 

There are over 56 dialects spoken in Uganda which is a reflection of Uganda's multi-tribal society. English is the official language and most Ugandan's are able to communicate fluently in English. All media and business is in English and most Ugandans speak it fairly well. Swahili is the next most commonly understood language, followed by Luganda.

Public Transport: 

There is no public transport service so to speak, but there is an extensive network of minibus or Matatu's that will take you to wherever you want to go, but only when all seats in the van are full. They are a quick means of transport, and convenient as they stop and pick up wherever you want them to, just yell "mu maaso awo," or "bw'ofuna parking awo," and the driver will stop for you. There is a law against overloading, and both drivers, and passengers are liable for the fine. There is also a fleet of "special hire" taxis that carry you to wherever you want. they are substantially more expensive than the matatu's.

Time: 

Uganda is GMT+3hrs

The weather: 

Uganda is warm during the month of July; light clothing is sufficient.
Telephone: 

MTN, Uganda’s main mobile phone-service provider, has roaming facilities for those with handsets, please inquire from your national provider. It is also possible to buy a one-month sim-card service package upon arrival so you can stay in touch with friends and relatives abroad. With MTN this costs around 25$ and you are instantly connected.

Please accept our warm hospitality. Have a good flight and we look forward meeting you soon in the Pearl of Africa!

A guide to group work

The group work sessions are an important element of this conference. This is where participants will have the opportunity to debate issues of particular interest to them, and contribute their ideas and experience to the group. In addition, the informal and interactive nature of the group discussions are designed to assist participants to achieve their own individual objectives within the context of the overall conference goals and activities.

The group work sessions are scheduled between…

Discussions will take place in (X) rooms, with about (X) participants in each room. The discussions will be organised by a designated chairperson, assisted by a rapporteur.

The discussions in a given room will focus on one of the key challenges that have been identified in the conference discussion document. The chairperson and rapporteur will have more detailed discussion guides for the group work. Towards the end of the session, the chairperson will synthesise the main outcomes of the discussions in order to help the rapporteur prepare a report. Following the session, the rapporteur will present her findings to a ‘distilling team’. The issues and recommendations produced by the group will then be integrated into several conference outputs: a daily morning report, the conference action plan based on contributions of all participants, a daily gazette, and news releases for both local and international media.

The conference organizers encourage all participants to make full use of the opportunities for discussions of ideas and issues provided by the group work format.
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
